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With a radical iconoclastic statement, Andres Michelena presents an image of 
the Dalai Lama in a gigantic facial close up, which he drew and thoroughly 
filled with imprints of Tibetan rubber stamps.  Michelena recreates a politically 
charged icon who struggles to recover Tibet’s freedom from the Chinese regime. 
The Dalai Lama stands as a modern superhero who commits to a big cause. He’s 
the “Sutra-man”—the man who possesses the knowledge of the Sutras, which 
are aphorisms imparted 3000 years ago by Buddha. The white star on the Dalai 
Lama’s forehead holds a dual symbolism: it alludes to the Highest Awareness in 
Buddhism, while also ironically symbolizing Chinese dominance.  At the bottom 
left is “Dr. Haddock,” the eternal companion of Tin Tin, who says to Dalai Lama: 
“You can go if you want to, I’m going to  stop and sit down.” It is a sharp al-
lusion to attachment and desire, present even in such a high priest as the Dalai 
Lama.  Michelena creates disparate situations and juxtaposes  linguistic senses to 
reflect acute political realities affecting our world.

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the art of real estate life in art

Take a memory dear to you and bring it back to life. Can 
you? Artists Cristina Figueredo Zizold, Courtney Johnson 
and Valeria Yamamoto very vividly did so. Their work is on 
view at the ArtVision Gallery.

“The three of them render works that reveal the concept 
of the ephemeral, yet the intersection of each is not 
literal. Instead, it is tangential, as each one of them 
addresses that concept through their own intimate  
artistic technique,” said curator Othon Castañeda.

Zizold uses 8 mm film from the 1950s to render the life of 
her grandfather in Cuba. She started producing her pieces 
in 2000, and says her works create her identity. “They are 
pieces of my culture,” she said. 

Johnson, who also seeks to preserve the past, describes 
her work as the photographic alternative process, 
a technique that involves the lifting of the layers of  
Polaroid film and then printing them huge to exaggerate 
the texture. “I want to evoke universal memories that are 
dying out by new technology,” she said. 

The 33-year-old sculptor Yamamoto started crafting her 
pieces just two years ago, primarily using marble, metal and 
plaster. “The Carnation,” a three-piece set made up of the 
stems, leaves and petals of the flower, invokes the memory 
of her uncle lining up the flowers he sold in her country. 
“My work is related to playing; it is a lot of fun,” she said. 

The gallery’s Executive Director, Maite Blanco, has eight years 
of experience exhibiting the works of well-known artists, 
such as Picasso, but with ArtVision Gallery, she embraces 
a different goal. “These new artists dare to take risks, and 
they are not afraid to experiment with techniques,” she 
said. “To promote them, to see them go forward, is very 
satisfying for any gallery curator.”
